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BLESSINGS OF AGE Statement of 
U.S. Bishops                          Continued:  

“ THE CALL TO HOLINESS While all 
are called to holiness, to “ever more 
intimate union with Christ,” spiritual 
concerns often assume greater 
importance for older persons. Many of 

you now have the time and space to reflect more deeply 
and to act with greater moral grounding and vision. ...for 
some, daily Mass is the heart of their spiritual life and 
the springboard for companionship with many peers. 
Some are called to a type of prayer known as 
contemplative prayer, in which words give way to a 
quiet, attentive listening to God. The diminishment of 
the senses that may happen in later life, often seen only 
as a negative, can sometimes foster contemplation. Many 
older persons experience a renewed enthusiasm for 
learning and seek out Bible study groups, small faith-
sharing groups, and adult faith formation programs.”
